Borders: a boundary or line separating two
countries

Axis: Countries which fought on the German side
including Italy, Germany and Japan

Allies: Countries which fought on the British side

The leader of Germany, Adolf Hitler, had plans to take over
other countries. In March 1938, Germany invaded and an-
nexed Austria, which made other countries worried.

On 30th September 1938, British, French, German and Ital-
ian leaders signed a treaty which allowed Hitler to annex
the Sudetenland (an area of Czechoslovakia) if he agreed

not to invade anywhere else.

However, Hitler broke the agreement, first invading the rest
of Czechoslovakia and then Poland on 1st September. The
Allies (Britain, France and Poland) had made a pact to sup-
port each other, so Britain and France declared war on Ger-
